Freshmen:

Freshmen have finished their Tractor Driving unit,
where they drove tractors and equipment ranging from
our largest, John Deere 7520, to our smallest, John
Deere 355. Students operated the skid steer, a zero turn
mower, a walk behind hydraulically driven mower, and
used the backhoe to excavate along the woods. After
participating in the department wide FFA unit, freshmen
will learn the necessary skills to successfully complete a
plumbing project.

Sophomores:

The Athletic Field Maintenance unit, sophomores
used the John Deere 4710 and attached tiller at Stevens . - -
El ement ary School déds baseball field to turn over weeds | eft
behind from the summer and to soften the ground. Students then used the Toro 5020 athletic field groom-
ing machine to continue to soften the ground regularly and maintain the playing surface. Following a unit
on Parliamentary Procedure, the sophomores will begin their second unit on welding.

Juniors:
This fall the juniors have completed outdoor projects on the school grounds, including the removal
of several dead locust trees and stumps using the backhoe. The tiller and power rake were then used to
seed a lawn area behind the gym where several unwieldy trees and shrubs were removed near the locker
room and transported to the town composting center. Juniors will next begin a unit on facility construction,
where they wil!/ pair up to build twelve foot walls and |j i n
will be finished with lights, electrical outlets and sheetrock.

Seniors:

Seniors have participated in a mix of shop and outdoor work this fall. In the shop, projects
ranged from woodworking to mechanical, depending on student interest. We also attended an open
house at G&H Equipment in North Haven, where we worked with a mechanic to inspect our new John
Deere 5085 tractor before delivery. After our current landscape maintenance unit is finished, we will
be back inside to begin our boat building unit.

Freshmen:

The freshmen have completed the first part of the
Introduction to Horses unit & they learned about general
equine care. The following items were covered; groom-
ing, hoof picking, stall cleaning, leading and handling of
horses, colors and markings, conformation and members
of the equine family. The equine science students have
been in the barn and handle the classroom animals, get-
ting exposed to not only horses but goats, llamas, par-
rots, rabbits, and snakes.

Sophomores:

Sophomores have been working on an Introduc-
tion to Tack unit, they identify and properly fit over 75
pieces of tack. Items covered included; bridles, saddles,
and bits. Students will have the opportunity to make study guides and place the equipment on the horse.
Currently the class is in the FFA Parliamentary Procedure unit and earning their Chapter Degree.

Juniors:
Juniors completed their Equine Nutrition unit. Students studied ruminant, non -ruminant, and avian
digestion, equine nutrition, and the nutrients that horses require, and also forages. The class also went to
a hay field to identify legumes, grasses, and poisonous plants. The juniors studied feed bags and labels in
order to determine the facts of the feed. The unit ended with a test on all they have learned in the past
weeks.

Seniors:

Seniors are working on their Horse Farm Management unit and have completed blueprint
drawings for their equine business. Students are responsible for the completed blueprints, enlarged
room views, and overall farm layout. The class went on many barn tours and had the opportunity to
see all types of equine facilities, both large scale and smaller scale home style barns. This is a fast
paced and independently structured class. Students must incorporate writing and mathematical skills
as they prepare their business plans, drawings, and spreadsheets. They will select horses, determine
feed and veterinary costs, as well as determine employee costs, and an exercise schedule for the
horses in their care. Seniors also are able to be creative and design business cards, advertisements,
and barn logos. Students are also graded on the care of the school barn and its animals.

Freshmen:

The freshman class participated in an Introduction
to Natural Resources unit. Students did field work and
familiarized themselves with habitats in Wallingford. Stu-
dents have collected, pressed and identified different
plant species.

Sophomores:

Sophomores started the Environmental Aware-
ness unit and learned about influential people and events
in the history of environmental conservation. At the con-
clusion of the unit, students will be giving a speech on an
environmental issue they feel passionate about.

Juniors:

Juniors are now in a Wildlife Management unit. We have mainly been concentrating on invasive ani-
mals and plants. The junior class, along with some seniors, attended a symposium hosted by the Connecti-
cut Invasive Plants Working Group at UConn. Students learned about different invasive plants, habitat
management, control techniques, and more. Students were also able to mingle with professionals within
the field.

Field work has also been a big part of the studentsoé|fedu:t
jects with the Wallingford Conservation Commission. One of the projects was to plant native species at Ty-
Il erdéds Milll in order to create an edge habitat. The other|pro
gie Yeung. Her project is raising beetles that will be released to help manage purple loosestrife, an invasive
wetland plant. So far the class has assisted Maggie in digging, potting, and watering the plants. Her project
will continue through the spring. We will hopefully begin helping another junior of the class, Mark Bernick,
in his SAE and Eagle Scout project. Markés project is makKing
with the Conservation Commission to Mark and his father. All students in the junior class have been getting
more involved in our community as a whole and parents should be very proud of their actions this year.

Seniors:

Seniors have begun their UConn Early College Experience Environmental Science Unit. This unit is
rigorous, so every Friday we will be working on service projects in the field to give the students more bal-
ance in the unit. Projects we will be working on include removing invasive plants from the woodlot outside
the classroom and using GIS and GPS software to map the school properties. In the winter they will create
their own maps. Students have been working very hard for next year applying for colleges and scholar-
ships.

Freshmen:

Freshman have finish their Intro to Botany unit.
During the unit students collected, labeled, and pressed
the identifying features of plants and described the func-
tion of each.

Sophomores:

Sophomores are identifying houseplants and the
cultural requirements for growing healthy plants in a
greenhouse. We harvested 4 o6cjl ock seed at Geremia
Farm for Mikaelads Garden throjugh the Petit Foundati of
and measured the vegetable garden at Booksvale Park.

Juniors:

For the past month, juniors identified ornamental
trees and shrubs common to a home landscape. Students collected and pressed leaves, identified the
prominent characteristics, and studied the landscape value for each plant. Currently, the juniors are work-
ing on designing a spring bulb planting for the front entrance of the school.

Seniors:

Seniors involved in the flower design class are required to identify flowers and greens used in flow-
er designs, implement the principles of flower design, and incorporate color theory. Students also learn the
steps required to complete a flower order for a specific event. This includes placing a wholesale order and
determining the retail prices for each piece designed.
